In 2007, a group of business and community leaders formed a
coalition to return the neighborhood to its former glory. Part of their
plan was improving Adams Park, a 68-acre green space next to the
Malcolm X birth site. They hoped to create a "Central Park” for North
Omaha that would benefit residents, attract and encourage

lopment and investment in the surrounding neighborhoods.
