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School lunches are getting healthier. Despite challenges, U.S. schools are providing their students with healthier lunches that
meet USDA's updated nutrition standards. Ninety-four percent of school districts expected to be fully compliant by the end of the

2012-13 school year. Although schools have made significant changes in order to serve healthy and appealing meals, resources to
purchase the right equipment and to train personnel would help them do a better job.
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These challenges mean that many schools are making do with workarounds, such
as chopping large quantities of fruits and vegetables by hand rather than with more
efficient equipment.
